THE RUBIO RECORD:  
PROTECTING & STRENGTHENING 2ND AMENDMENT RIGHTS 
  
 Marco Rubio earned a career ‘A’ rating from the National Rifle Association for his 8 

year record of defending second amendment rights in the Florida Legislature. (The 
Miami Herald, 11/16/09) 

 As Speaker of the House, Marco Rubio oversaw the passing of the “Preservation & 
Protection of the Right to Keep & Bear Arms in Motor Vehicles Act of 2008,” 
legislation which had languished for several years before Rubio became Speaker. 

 Marco Rubio is endorsed by NRA Defender of Freedom Award Winner Dennis Baxley, 
and NRA Instructor and former Pasco GOP Chairman Bill Bunting. 

 He is a Concealed Weapons Permit holder as well as a NRA member. 

 Marco Rubio consistently voted in line with the priorities of the National Rifle 
Association Institute for Legislative Action, including: 

 
As a Florida Legislator in 2006, Rubio voted for the so-called “Six Pack of Freedom” 
bills supported by the National Rifle Association: 
  

 HB 125 – Allowing voter registration when renewing hunting or fishing license. 

 HB 265 – Requiring certain lands owned by the Fish and Wildlife Commission be used 
for hunting. 

 HB 285 – Prohibiting the confiscation of guns during emergencies. 

 HB 687 – Exempting CCW holders from public records. 

 HB 1029 – Allowing firearms in national parks. 

 SB 1290 – Easier CCW renewal for Armed Forces. 
 
In 2005, Rubio co-sponsored HB-249 – also known as the “Castle Doctrine.” 
  
In 2004, Rubio voted for SB 1156, a tort reform measure to protect shooting ranges 
from frivolous lawsuits. 
 
Also in 2004, Rubio voted for HB 155, which “prohibited any governmental keeping a 
list of privately owned firearms or any list, record, or registry of the owners of such 
firearms.” 
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
